Additionally, we will 
examine the basic tenets of media pre-production 
including treatment and script development that will 
provide a working knowledge enabling participants to 
play education advisory roles on media projects. 
Previous participants are encouraged to join the 
institute for the advanced track that builds on prior work 
and collaboration opportunities with current media 
projects.  This year’s institute will focus on Coastal 
Redwood Forest Systems and will be led by
Dr. Jeffrey White and Dr. David Scheerer..
